The Winners of the International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack® 2010 titles will hold the titles from July 23rd, 2010 to July 2011, or until the 2011 contest is held.  The titles are a year commitment and the rules and obligations of the general contests remain the same, and will be reporting directly to the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee, headed by the Executive Producer, Mark Frazier. INTRODUCTION

International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack® are working titles. They are honored positions that carries with it great prestige and unique responsibilities.  This form may seem to be long and contain a great deal of information, but it holds in a few short pages both the information relevant to the contests and year’s worth of information relevant to being International titleholders. In addition, by signing the completed forms you consent that it is the agreement governing your relationship with Leather Heritage Productions LLC and the International LeatherSir, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack® competitions, as said titleholder.

CONDUCT
The foremost duty of the Winners are to promote the goals and interests of Leather Heritage Productions LLC, the International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and ICBB® (ILS/b/ICBB) competitions and its local and regional sponsors in a positive light throughout the year.  The titles of International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack® are Leather titles and are representative titles for Leather Heritage Productions LLC and ILS/b/ICBB.  The titleholders will at all times conduct themselves to the high standard expected of a representative of the organization.  You are expected to be respectful and congenial, to act with integrity and the appropriate decorum, to be reliable and to ensure a welcoming, safe, sane, and consensual environment.  You will avoid behavior that is disruptive or would tend to bring the reputation of the ILS/b/ICBB competitions into dispute; or which may place you in conflict or a perceived conflict with the interests of Leather Heritage Productions LLC.  Flagrant violation of this expectation may result in forfeiture of said title.

FRATERNIZATION WITH JUDGES

As soon as any contestant becomes aware of it, they must immediately contact and disclose to the Executive Director any relationship the contestant had, has or may have with any Judge, any Coordinator, Tally Master and/or Emcee that could or maybe perceived as prejudicial to the outcome of the contests, The Executive Producer will determine if the relationship should result in the withdrawal of the contestant from the contests. All contestants shall be prohibited from having private meetings or engaging in sexual activity or leather scene play with any of the judges prior to the announcement of the results.  Any behavior that might create even the appearance of bias will be brought to the attention of the Executive Producer, who will decide if the disqualification of the Judge and/or contestant is warranted.  To avoid accidental violation of this policy, all contestants and judges should display their identification badges at all contests events. 
Except as stated otherwise, the obligations of the contestants to Leather Heritage Productions LLC and the ILS/b/ICBB contests under this agreement cease upon the announcement of the new International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and International Community Bootblack®

Contestant Qualifications and Requirements


Each contestant in the International LeatherSIR and Leatherboy® contests:

1) Must be at least Twenty-one years old;

2) must be legally male and identify as a Leatherman (Leather SIR) (Leather boy) within the Leather community;

3) the LeatherSIR and Leatherboy® must be of the same-sex orientation;

4) must have a demonstrated interest in leather, BDSM or fetishes, as determined by the ILS/b/ICBB judging panel;

5) must be a resident of the ILS/b/ICBB region that he represents, unless an exception has been granted by the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee after consultation with the sponsors of the regions in which the contestant wishes to compete and in which the contestant resides; 

6) must not hold a current Leather title earned in a non-ILS/b/ICBB Leather title contest unless approved by the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee;

7) must agree to appear onstage wearing appropriate attire, jock strap and fetish gear and perform an onstage BDSM fantasy sex scene of an explicit nature (while conforming with local regulations, if any, pertaining to nudity and obscenity);

8) all Sir contestants must complete a BDSM demonstration (within set time limit) during the contest weekend; 

9) must own all clothing worn onstage during the contest, except for clothing and props used in the Fantasy Sex Scene portion;

10)  must agree to represent the title, if he wins, throughout his title year and refrain from   competing in any other Leather or Bootblack title contest until the conclusion of his title year;

11)  must agree to return to the International event next year, if he wins, to step aside from his title;

12)  must agree to permit on-stage photographs to be taken of him for the use on the International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack® website;

13)  must read, sign and agree to the terms of the statement of this application, agreement, the responsibilities and expectations of the winner, and photographic release wavier;

14)  must provide a personal bio of not more than (100) one hundred words and a 3”x3” head shot photograph for the International program guide book and ILS/b/ICBB website;

15)  each individual contestant shall donate (1) one auction items to be used in the silent     auction to raise fund for the ILS/b/ICBB travel fund;

16)  must sell (3) three ads for the International program guide book;

17)  must have a valid passport at the time of the International competitions;

18)  must not have any outstanding warrants or International warrants of a felony conviction at the time of the International competitions.

Contestant Qualifications and Requirements


Each contestant in the International Community Bootblack® contest:

1) Must be at least twenty-one years old;

2) must have a demonstrated interest in bootblacking, leather, BDSM or fetishes, as determined by the ILS/b/ICBB judging panel; 

3) must not hold a current Leather title earned in a non-ILS/b/ICBB Leather title contest unless approved by the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee;

4) must be a resident of the ILS/b/ICBB region that he represents, unless an exception has been granted by the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee after consultation with the sponsors of the regions in which the contestant wishes to compete and in which the contestant resides;

5) must own all clothing worn onstage during the contest;

6) must agree to represent the title, if he/she wins, throughout his title year and refrain from competing in any other Leather or Bootblack title contest until the conclusion of their title year;

7) must agree to return to the International event next year, if he/she wins, to step aside from their title;

8) must agree to permit on-stage photographs to be taken of him/her for the use on the International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack® website;

9) must read, sign and agree to the terms of the statement of this application, agreement, the responsibilities and expectations of the winner, and photographic release wavier;

10)  must provide a personal bio of not more than (100) one hundred words and a 3”x3” head shot photograph for the International program guide book and ILS/b/ICBB website

11)  must be possession of their own materials and bootblacking kit;

12)  must bring with them one pair of black “shinable” laced military boots with them to the competition that shall be approved by the Technical Boot Coordinator upon arrival;

13)  must ensure that their Sir, boy, Dominant, and/or submissive models are in procession of a pair of oil tanned “grease” boots with them during the competition weekend for use during the Interpersonal Skills section of the contest;

14)  each individual contestant shall donate (1) one auction items to be used in the silent    auction to raise fund for the ILS/b/ICBB travel fund;

15)  must sell (3) three ads for the International program guide book;

16)  must have a valid passport at the time of the International competitions;

17)  must not have any outstanding warrants or International warrants of a felony conviction at the time of the International competitions.


THE CONTESTS

The competitions consist of (5) five judging categories each and will take place over two days in San Francisco, California, over the weekend of July 22nd – 25th, 2010.

The International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack judging panel will score International LeatherSIR Leatherboy and Community Bootblack ® contestants using an Olympic scoring system in the categories system and points outlined below.

The judging categories and maximum scores for the International LeatherSIR and International Leattherboy® contests are:

In the Olympic scoring system, the highest and lowest of the judges’ scores will be discarded in each scoring category and the remaining scores will be summed. The contestant whose aggregate score is highest will be declared as the winner. The contestant whose score is second highest will be declared as the runner-up.  In the event of a tie under the Olympic scoring system, the non-olympic scores will be used to determine the winner. If both the Olympic and non-olympic scores are tied, the scores of an alternate judge may be used to break the tie.  

The first sections of the competitions are the Interview sections, which also include the Personal Image sections that take place during the day in a private room. At each contestant’s interview, only the contestant, Judges, the Judge’s boy, Tally Master, and if the contestant wishes their regional producer or their representative will be present.  

The additional components of the International LeatherSIR and Leatherboy® competitions will take place in public beginning at approximately 4:00pm Friday, July 23rd,, 2010 consisting of the remaining categories which includes Speech, Formal Personal Image, Jock Strap (Physique) and Fantasy Sex Scene and will conclude on Saturday, July 24th 2010 at approximately 9:30pm.

The additional components of the International Community Bootblack® competition will take place in public beginning at approximately 10:00am Friday, July 23rd,, 2010 consisting of the remaining categories which includes Speech, Formal Personal Image, Technical Boot Shine, Technical Interview, Interpersonal Skills and Observation and will conclude on Saturday, July 24th 2010 at approximately 9:30pm.

Each contestant agrees to attend the contests location no later than 12:00pm prior to competitions and appear in person for all of the scheduled events during the ILS/b/ICBB weekend, on Thursday, July 22nd, 2010.  Further, you agree to appear on stage and that the presentation on stage will/ may be recorded in photographic or other form; and to it being displayed on the website and/or in promotional materials of ILS/b/ICBB.  Please be present at least one half hour before the start of each part of competitions.

The Winners of the International LeatherSIR and Leatherboy® competitions shall receive a generous travel fund and prize package. In addition to the winners and runners-up, one of the contestants may receive a Brotherhood award as the most congenial contestant, selected by a secret poll of the other contestants.  The Tally Master shall tally the Brotherhood ballots.

The Winner of the International Community Bootblack® competition shall receive a generous travel fund and prize package. In addition to the winner and runners-up, one of the contestants may receive a Fellowship award as the most congenial contestant, selected by a secret poll of the other contestants.  The Tally Master shall tally the Fellowship ballots.

Please note that NO open flame, other than a “Bic” type lighter will be permitted during any section of the International Community Bootblack® contest.

International LeatherSIR and Leatherboy® Interview and Personal Image

A) The Interview process allows each individual contestant to meet with the judging panel offstage prior to the competitions to answer the judges’ questions about the contestant’s interest in leather, BDSM, fetishes, knowledge, their community involvement, interaction with his regional boy and Bootblack counterparts, and their willingness and ability to represent the title. 
The interview process also allows the judges to ask questions from the contestant about their ideas or any pertinent questions that may need clarification of a particular stand a contestant has taken.  All questions are allowed and it is up to the discretion of the contestant to respond. Please note that during the interview section if a contestant is asked to present his genitals or breasts and the contestant refuses; they will not be penalized in the scoring system.  However, how they refuse to do so may be evaluated.

During the interview contestants will be further judged on the attire that bests represents his LeatherSIR or Leatherboy® personal image.  Personal image attire is best described as distinguished bar wear that most reflects the individual. The personal image category can embody a wide range of preferences associated with persona of the contestant.  There is no defined “look” but the contestant’s personal image will be judged in combination with their Interview.

Maximum 40 points per judge allotted for the Interview, plus up to 20 points per judge allotted for Personal Image for a total of 60 points. 

International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy® Speech and Formal Personal Image
B) Each individual contestant will appear onstage to introduce himself to the audience and briefly describe his background or interest in the leather community, while wearing the attire that bests represents their LeatherSIR or Leatherboy® formal personal image. 

The speech category allows the contestant microphone time to speak on any topic of their choosing. The contestants will be judged on the content, delivery and body language presented during the speech. During the speech it is not encouraged to expound on a political “platform.”  Please note that he onstage speech shall be no longer than two (2) minutes.
C) Formal personal image attire is best described as full dress wear, which best reflects the individual during a formal event.  The formal personal image category can embody a wide range of personal preferences associated with persona of the contestant.  There is no defined “look” but the contestant’s formal personal image will be judged at the same time as their speech.  The attire should be appropriate for the setting and compliment the speech that is given. 

Maximum 20 points per judge allotted for the Speech plus up to 20 points per judge allotted for Formal Personal Image for a total of 40 points.  

International LeatherSIR and Leatherboy® Jockstrap (Physique)

D) The jock strap (physique) category allows the contestant an opportunity to show how comfortable they are in their own skin as they appear on stage before a group of their peers.  Each individual contestant shall appear onstage in body-revealing attire, which emphasizes his best physical feature. This is not based upon who has the best body.  Please Note that all jocks should be “street legal” and have a (1”) one-inch strap running up the crack. 

 Maximum 40 points per judge allotted for the Jock Strap category. 

International LeatherSIR/Leatherboy® Fantasy Sex Scene 

E) The fantasy sex scene category allows the LeatherSIR and Leatherboy® contestants to create a BDSM fantasy sex scene that is entertaining, safe and erotic. Each pair of contestants will perform an onstage scene that conforms to the region’s assigned “theme”, and shall be no longer than (5) five minutes. 

At the international level, the Leatherboy® contestants do not perform a separate fantasy sex scene. Instead, LeatherSIR® contestants are required to include their regional Leatherboys in their scenes, and both contestants are scored individually for their participation in the fantasy sex scene. Points may be deducted from the LeatherSIR’s fantasy score if there is not meaningful interaction between the LeatherSIR® and Leatherboy® during the fantasy. Please note: no Fantasy Sex Scene can use pyrotechnics, open flames or fluids that may become a hazard if spilled on stage.  
Maximum 60 points per judge allotted for the Fantasy Sex Scene.

FANTASY SEX SCENE THEMES
Each region has been assigned a different “theme”. The themes are intended to inspire contestants’ onstage fantasies that are appropriate to the image of masculine sexuality and to showcase the diversity of leather interests. Contestants are encouraged to be creative and expand the boundaries of their themes. A complete list of regions and their themes is published on www.LeatherSir.com.

Please note that all contestants must submit a detailed list of needed props and other materials in writing at least one month prior to the International competitions to the Contest Director, Bill Hoeppner, intlleatherboy2008@yahoo.com or Don Leach Roughwoof@aol.com or their representatives.  There are also NO guarantees that any or all materials or props can or will be provided. 

The time restrictions shall be strictly enforced for each and all of these   categories. The time restrictions and allocation of points may be modified with prior notice to the contestants and regional sponsors.  


International Community Bootblack® Interview and Personal Image

A) The Interview process allows each individual contestant to meet with the judging panel offstage prior to the contest to answer the judges’ questions about the contestant’s interest in bootblacking, leather, BDSM, fetishes, knowledge, their community involvement, interaction with their regional Sir and boy counterparts, and their willingness and ability to represent the title.

The interview process also allows the judges to ask questions from the contestant about their ideas or any pertinent questions that may need clarification of a particular stand a contestant has taken.  All questions are allowed and it is up to the discretion of the contestant to respond. Please note that during the interview section if a contestant is asked to present their genital or breasts and the contestant refuses; they will not be penalized in the scoring system.  However, how they refuse to do so may be evaluated.

During the interview contestants’ will be further judged on the attire that bests represents their Community Bootblack® personal image.  Personal image attire is best described as the clothing that most reflects the individual when they are bootblacking. The personal image category can embody a wide range of preferences associated with persona of the contestant.  There is no defined “look” but the contestant’s personal image will be judged in combination with their Interview.

Maximum 40 points per judge allotted for the Interview, plus up to 20 points per judge allotted for Personal Image for a total of 60 points.

International Community Bootblack® Speech and Formal Personal Image
B) Each individual contestant will appear onstage to introduce themselves to the audience and briefly describe their background or interest in the Leather/Bootblack community, while wearing the attire that bests represents their Community Bootblack® formal personal image.  

The speech category allows the contestant microphone time to speak on any topic of their choosing. The contestants will be judged on the content, delivery and body language presented during the speech. During the speech it is not encouraged to expound on a political “platform.”  The onstage speech shall be no longer than two (2) minutes.
C) Formal personal image attire is best described as full dress wear, which best reflects the individual during a formal event.  The formal personal image category can embody a wide range of personal preferences associated with persona of the contestant.  There is no defined “look” but the contestant’s formal personal image will be judged at the same time as their speech.  The attire should be appropriate for the setting and compliment the speech that is given.

Maximum 20 points per judge allotted for the Speech plus up to 20 points per judge allotted for Formal Personal Image for a total of 40 points.  

International Community Bootblack® Technical Boot Shine and Technical Interview
D) The Technical Boot Shine section allows contestants to show their skill, ability and talent for an “off-stand” type of boot shine.  Each contestant will be required to bring a pair of black “shinable” laced leather boots to the competition, and upon arrival at the weekend’s events will present them to the Technical Boot Coordinator who will check each pair for suitability.  The boots will then be arbitrarily numbered and each contestant will randomly draw a number card representing a select pair of boots. They will also be given a bootblacking process form to complete to aid them during the Technical Boot Interview.

All contestants will be brought into the “blacking area” and will be given up to one hour to polish one boot from the boot pair to the best of their ability.  After finishing their tech boot each contestant will place the numbered cards in both boots along with their contestant number, and the bootblacking process form and leave the area. Please note that absolutely no assistance from anyone other than fellow competing Bootblack’s can be offered during this section of this category.
Boots are presented to the panel for blind judging first. Each pair of boots will be laid out on a table and each Judge will walk around and review each boot to its mate by number with help of the Judge’s Technical Advisor. The Technical Boot Coordinator will then give the Tally Master the contestant boot number and corresponding contestant numbers for each pair so scores can be correlated.
During the Technical Boot Interview each contestant will then be brought back in one by one and the contestant will be allowed 5-7 minutes to present their bootblacking process preformed on the boot, and answer pre-set questions from the judges. This section of the category will be scored on methodology, presentation, and final product. 

Maximum 25 points per judge allotted for the Technical Boot Shine and a maximum 25 points per judge allotted for Technical Interview for a Total of 50 points.

International Community Bootblack®  Interpersonal Skills and Observation 
E) During the Interpersonal Skills section of the contest you will be given up to one hour for the judges to observe you with your choice of either the Sir and/or boy from your region, (or a Dom and/or sub of your choosing) demonstrating an oil-tanned boot shine on a grease boots and optional leather care skills. Contestants are solely responsible to ensure that their models are in possession and are wearing a pair of “non-shinable” oil tanned grease boots for the duration of this section of the competition.  During both sections of the competition this will be your chance to show your finest bootblacking skills, and to convey to the judges, your passion for the art of bootblacking. Use this opportunity to show your talent and flair.  Demonstrate what sets you apart from all of the others. 

During the Observation portion of the contest the judges will observe you as you interact with the public, handle questions from onlookers and explain your skills to the person in your chair while you are bootblacking. The judges will only observe and there will be no questions from them during either section.  Please Note that all judges are not permitted to have their boot’s blacked at this time.
Maximum 25 points per judge allotted for Observation and a maximum 25 points per judge allotted for Interpersonal Skills for a total of 50 points.

The time restrictions shall be strictly enforced for each and all of these categories. The time restrictions and allocation of points may be modified with prior notice to the contestants and regional sponsors.

EXPECTATIONS OF THE WINNERS

· The foremost duty of the Winners of the competitions are to promote the goals of Leather Heritage Productions LLC, the ILS/b/ICBB competitions, its local and regional sponsors in a positive light throughout the year.

· One of the foremost expectations that we have of our Winners is that during their title year, they will conduct themselves as positive role models. Flagrant violation of this expectation may result in forfeiture of their title.

· The Winners may not compete in any other “Bootblack”, “Leather” or “Fantasy” contests during their International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy, or Community Bootblack® title year.

· The Winners are required to attend next year’s International competitions, for which their travel and hotel expenses will be deducted from the Travel Fund (if funds are available). The Winners will be invited to judge next year’s competitions if they have fulfilled all of their obligations during their title year. Judging regional and international competitions is not a guarantee but will be strongly encouraged.

· Each Winner is required to organize (4) four fundraising events during their title year, of which (2) two will benefit the ILS/b/ICBB Travel Fund, one will benefit the charitable cause designated by their regional producer, and one will benefit the charitable cause designated by the contestant.

· In addition to the four required fundraising events, the Winners are encouraged to help with fundraising for other worthy causes.

· The Winners are expected to travel to all regional LeatherSir and Leatherboy or ICBB® competitions to which they are invited by the Regional Sponsors.  The travel and housing expenses may be reimbursed from the travel fund (if funds are available). When two or more Regional competitions are on the same date, the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee will determine which Titleholders will attend which event.

· The Winners are encouraged to attend as many other major leather events and contests as they may see fit. However, the Travel Fund will not be used to reimburse travel expenses to non-ILS/b/ICBB events unless approved in advance by the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee. That includes IML/IMBB MAL, ABW, IMsL/IMsLBB, South Plains Leatherfest, Masters and Slaves, Folsom, Inferno, Delta, MLT/BBT, Pantheon etc.

· If the Winners do not book their air travel or contact the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee to book their air travel and lodging at least 30 days in advance, their reimbursement from the Travel Fund may be denied.

· The Winners will present (1) one workshop during their title year. The workshop can be held at any leather event of the winner’s choosing. Details of the workshop will be submitted to ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee for approval.

RESPONSIBILITIES
The titleholders will coordinate the planning and the completion of all their obligations as International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack® 2010 in conjunction with the Executive Committee.  The Executive Producer will be his primary contact with ILS/b/ICBB in respect of all matter concerning their obligations and relationship with ILS/b/ICBB during their title year.  Leather Heritage Productions LLC, or the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee, and its Board of Directors reserve the right to determine or finalize the content of any fundraisers, demonstrations, workshops or other events, its budget if any, any promotional materials and information containing to the fundraisers, demonstrations, workshops or other events.  The titleholders are not agents of Leather Heritage Productions LLC, or ILS/b/ICBB competitions, and have no authority to create any contractual or financial obligation whatsoever with another party on the organizations or on the ILS/b/ICBB competitions behalf.  Any additional planning is to be completed at least (2) two months before the scheduled event is to occur, to allow sufficient time for it to appear on the calendar or website and for promotional materials to be prepared and disturbed. 

MONTHLY REPORT

The Winners of the International competitions will submit a monthly electronic report detailing their progress.  The report will include, but will not be limited to; travel, events attended, upcoming events, fundraisers, fund raised, meetings and new business.

COMPLETION OF THE TITLE YEAR 

The last obligation of the titleholder will be to act as the outgoing titleholder at the competitions in which their following successors are selected or appointed.   Unless they have a conflict of interest the titleholder may also be invited to act as a Judge at the ILS/b/ICBB competitions the year after they have served. An example of a conflict of interest with a contestant would be if a titleholder is or has been involved in a relationship with that contestant that is or could be perceived as being a conflict of interest. 

It is everyone’s desire and in everyone’s best interest that all the titleholders enjoys a full and complete year. It may happen that contentious issues arise during a title year, or that the next International LeatherSIR, Leatherboy and Community Bootblack® competitions are moved to an earlier or later date in the year to accommodate changes in the International/national/local calendar thus ending the title year early. It is the responsibility of both the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee and the titleholder to communicate all such issues and concerns to each other and to the Executive Producer, as soon as possible. Only if the issue is with the Executive Producer should the titleholders raise any issue with the Executive Committee.  The Executive Producer will similarly communicate any such issue identified by the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee to the titleholder. The matter will nearly always be resolved to everyone’s understanding. In the rare circumstance that an issue cannot be resolved, ILS/b/ICBB may determine that is no longer viable for the titleholder to complete the title year.  Upon such determination being made, it will be communicated to the titleholder and all benefits and obligations described in this agreement will cease.  If requested the title vest, patch, medallion, International LeatherSIR or Leatherboy® sash, or International Community Bootblack® mantle etc, will be immediately returned in good condition to the ILS/b/ICBB Executive Committee upon request.
